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CEA DIRECTORôS REPORT 

MAY 2008  

 

 

CEA held it third directorôs meeting in Sacramento. Here is my report. 

 

Bill Review : You should thank your lucky stars that you belong to CEA, which truly fight s for you!!! We had a 
few major wins this past few months and here they are:  

 

AB 2204 -  This one has escrow officers deleting discriminatory restrictions in CCRôS on any sales transactions 
handled. Our legislative advocate Mike Belote has us taken out of the bill completely. Unfortunately it now falls 
to the Recorder if the bill passes. If it does we might see another hike in recording fees.  

 

AB 2452 - Notary Education. Remember this one would make renewing notaries take a 6-hour course EVERY 
time they renew.  We will just start the 3 -hour renewal education next year so it has never even been used to 
see if 6 hours would be better. So the 6 -hour issue was removed from the bill as well as the notary fee hike to 
$25.00 (which we felt was a bribe). Now to get them  to do this we had to agree that a notary will e able to 
take a local and national government ID for notary purposes if this passes.  

 

AB 2459 - This was not really a win for escrow but for consumers. This bill would require a face to face 
meeting with borro wers before foreclosing. Just the fact that your lender might be in Utah and you live in CA. 
Who pays for your trip to Utah?? Any this was a real problem and the bill has returned to the committee.  

 

SB 133 - Issue of title representatives being regulated (l icensed) by the State is still alive and kicking and 
CLTA has taken the lead on this one. 

 

Remember the DOI and our fight as an industry??  Well the current DOI Commissioner gave a speech at 
the CLTA conference in San Diego and stated he is bringing out his own version of rules for the industry and 
they will very different from Garamendiôs. Rumor has it that the former DOI Commissioner has blasted the 
current DOI Commissioner for not continuing the ñfightò he started. Stay tunedé.. 

 

Forms & Practices: Again this committee is exciting and informative. Among the items presented and 
discussed were: 

1. There is a website that has ALL of the counties in CA and their transfer taxes and who pays for what. 
Its www.dirtlawyer.com  . I know most companies have one for counties that they are in but seldom do 
they have the counties that they are not present in. Check it out.  

2. New CAR forms were announced. Go to www.car.org/index.php?id=NjA1 

3. An ñOpinion of closing agentò form has begun to appear in loan documents. It basically says that by 
signing this form you certify that the loan we take full responsibility for recording the deal and that is 
complies with ALL of the closing instructions, etc. etc. Have you seen it? Please let me know. My email: 
lenaltd@gmail.com 

4. Another form from a well known bank that by signing it you are making a material inducement to 
cause the lender to fund and if there  is a problem guess what? Itôs your problem! 

5. Lenders more and more are not allowing (unsecured) third party disbursements from any one 
including the seller . So watch what you sign what you return the documents for funds. So much 
fraud happened in this area so lenders are cracking down.
