It seemed like just another day at the office, until an escrow officer received a call asking if the escrow officer was also the
same person as the notary on a Grant Deed.

The caller said he was doing a search of the public records on properties for investment purposes. He understood one of

properties to stildl be in the name of the seller/ grantee n
acknowledgement.
Thinking the call was just a b ibackaflbdneck caimeto sdest! cAs thevesavofy bfiicere r 6 s

listened to the caller, she wrote down all the details. The caller asked if he could have more information concerning the
signature of the seller on the Grant Deed. The escrow officer explained for privacy reasons she would not be able to
discuss the matter with the caller. The caller thanked the escrow officer for her time.

Now having the name of the seller and date of signature, she took a look at her notary journal. The notary journal did not
have a signature for the name she received during the phone call.

Since the caller had provided the recording information of the Grant Deed, the escrow officer pulled a copy of the
document from the public records. The copy of the Grant Deed contained what appeared to be the
notary seal. It was clear from looking at the Grant Deed that the document was not part of one her escrows.

Notarizing a Grant Deed that was not part of a title insured transaction, would have been an unusual event. Yet, the
escrow officer had no recollection of anyone requesting this type of notary service.

Most alarming, was that the notaryds signature on the Gran

The scammers always selected properties that were free and clear to work their bad deeds. Once the Grant Deeds were
recorded into the scammers name, the scammers would then finance the property, and pull as much cash out of the
transaction as possible. By the time the payment notices from the lender started showing up at the property, the scammer
had moved onto the next victim. The real owner was left with a lien against their property and a huge mess.

The escrow officer pulled out a keychain full of keys from her purse. She went to a cabinet and unlocked it. She then
reached into the cabinet, and slid over several books to reveal a dark back corner.

The escrow officer explained that she was very protective of the notary journal and seal.
